Sporting Regulations - General
1.1  Title and Jurisdiction
The 2011 UKC Ulster Championship is organised and administered by the UKC Ltd. in accordance with the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association  (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA) and these Championship Regulations.

MSA Championship Permit : TBA

Status : Clubman (4 rounds), and National B (2 rounds on 02 April, and  01 October 2011)

MSA Championship Grade : D

1.2  Officials

1.3  Competitor Eligibility

1.3.1 Entrants must be fully paid up membership card holding members of the UKC Ltd. and in possession of a valid 2011 MSA Entrants Licence.

1.3.2 Drivers and Entrant/Drivers must be fully paid up membership card holding members of the UKC Ltd., be registered for the Championship,  and be in possession, as a minimum requirement, of a MSA Kart National B (Novice) or Race National B Licence, or be in possession of an equivalent Licence issued by Motorsport Ireland.

A competitor shall not take time off school to participate in motor sport without the prior written approval of their school (delete if not applicable).  If participation in the Championship requires absence from school, Drivers in full time school education are required to have the approval of their head teacher and a letter stating such approval from his/her school in order to fulfil registration for the Championship.
1.3.3 All necessary documentation must be presented for checking at all rounds when signing-on.

1.4  Registration
The UKC Ulster Kart Championship is open to all club racing  members of the UKC Ltd. who comply with 1.3 above.           Formal Series registration is not required.

1.5  Championship Rounds
All events take place at the Nutts Corner Motorsport Complex on the following dates in 2011 :-

Sun. 27 March,  Sat. 02 April*,  Sat. 23 April,  Sun. 26 June,  Sat. 24 September,  Sat. 01 October*.

1.6  Scoring

Points will be awarded at all rounds for finishing positions in each of the 3 heats and the final at each event. 

Points for Heats  - 1st - 25, 2nd - 20, 3rd - 18, 4th - 16, 5th - 15, 6th - 14, down to 1pt. for 19th place.

Points for Finals - 1st - 50, 2nd - 40, 3rd - 36, 4th - 32, 5th - 30, 6th - 28, down to 2pts. for 19th place.

The winner of the Ulster Championship in each class will have the highest points total, after the lowest 3 heats points and the lowest one of the finals points are deducted from the total.  Dropped scores can be from rounds at which a competitor does not compete. 

Ties will be resolved by considering the best points total obtained in the last (01 October) round.

Appeals concerning championship points awarded must be lodged per Section C of the MSA Regulations.

1.7  Awards 

Awards will be presented to the first 3 in the championship in each class at the end of the series. (Subject to a minimum  average of 6 entries in each event)

Prizes will be given for the Finals at each of the 6 rounds at a minimum ratio of 1 prize/ 6 starters in each class up to a maximum of 5 prizes.        Cadet classes may have a higher number of awards.

Sporting Regulations - Judicial Proceedures   

2.1  Rounds
In accordance with Section C of the MSA Regulations, amended for items (a) to (c) below.

(a) Serious Technical infringements (e.g. illegal engine or equipment) will cause exclusion from the results of the meeting,

 the Championship penalties in C3.5.1.(a) and (b) and additionally, a penalty of (-100) points.

(b) Other Technical infringements (e.g. underweight, loss of bodywork in a race incident) will result in exclusion from the heat or final, and will not carry the further penalties in C3.5.1, but must be counted as a scoring heat or final in the Championship.  

(c) A penalty of exclusion from the meeting for any reason other than (a) above, or suspension, or disqualification, means the 0 points score from that rounds heats and final must be counted as scoring heats and final in the Championship.

2.2  Championship
In accordance with Section C of the MSA Regulations, amended for items (a) to (c) below.

(a) Serious Technical infringements (e.g. illegal engine or equipment) will cause exclusion from the results of the meeting ,

 the Championship penalties in C3.5.1.(a) and (b) and additionally, a penalty of (-100) points.

(b) Other Technical infringements (e.g. underweight, loss of bodywork in a race incident) will result in exclusion from the heat or final, and will not carry the further penalties in C3.5.1, but must be counted as a scoring heat or final in the Championship. 

(c) A penalty of exclusion from the meeting for any reason other than (a) above, or suspension, or disqualification, means the 0 points score from that round’s heats and final must be counted as scoring heats and final in the Championship.

Technical Regulations
3.1  Technical Regulations 

All karts must comply with the MSA Kart Technical Regulations (section U of  the MSA Yearbook) and subsequent amendments, and with appropriate Class regulations found in the 2011 Kart Race Yearbook (or ABkC regulations) with the following amendments :-

Honda Cadet Clubman – will run to the Engine Buy Back Regulations specified in Appendix 2 of the NIKA Championship Regulations

Honda Junior – to ABkC class regulations but with the following changes – minimum one Std. Head gasket, Minimum weight 155 Kg.(including driver), Age from 12th birthday, and use Dunlop SL3 dry tyres. (Approval Ref. KTE-2011-095)

All Rotax Classes - Tyres – All Rotax classes will use Mojo Tyres of the type specified (D1, D2, W2) in the Gold book for

the class.  For the first two events on 27th March and 02nd April, either  the 2010 compound tyres or the new 2011 compound tyres may be used, but from 18th April 2011 the new compound Mojos  must be used in all events, with the tyre markings (CIK/Yellow etc.) as specified in the Gold book.

Rot. 125 Max  -  Min. weight is 165 Kg (incl. Driver).   (Approval Ref. KTE-2011-096)

Honda Senior – as Honda Senior, but Karts to use Dunlop SL3 dry tyres and Dunlop KT3 wets.  (App. Ref. KTE-2011-097)
World Formula – as ABkC regs, but karts tol use Dunlop SL3 dry tyres and Dunlop KT3 wets.   (App. Ref. KTE-2011-098)

TKM karts must use the TKM silencing end can over the exhaust outlet.   Can outlets to face downwards.

S/K 125 and S/K 250 classes will run to the 2011 N. Ireland Championship Technical Requirements.
