INTRODUCTION
 

1.1
Where specified in the Supplementary, Technical and/or Championship Regulations, for events in Northern Ireland organised by the 500 M.R.C.I, Bishopscourt Kart Club, Coleraine & District Motor Club and Ulster Kart Club. Including the Northern Ireland Kart Championship & Ulster Championships, valid from 1st March 2011 to 29th February 2012.

These Regulations apply only in respect of the following classes:

Formula Cadet (Comer) – Honda Cadet Clubman


Junior Honda - Formula MiniMax – Formula Junior Max

World Formula – Honda Senior – Formula Rotax Senior Max

TECHNICAL
2.1
Competitors will be limited to the number of sets of DRY tyres listed in the Schedule of Particulars for the NI Karting Championships & the Ulster Championships. 

2.2
The scrutineers, during scrutineering period will mark the dry tyres and a record will be kept on an event to event basis. Competitors must use their marked dry tyres for the duration of the event, including all official practice sessions, in accordance with the allocation for the event.

2.3 Replacement of a damaged dry tyre(s) will be strictly at the discretion of the Chief Scrutineer, while the kart remains in parc fermé, If approved the replacement tyre must be part worn. 


2.4 A competitor, who competes with an unmarked dry tyre(s) or additional dry tyre(s) over the allocation for their class, will be excluded from the results of that race meeting and forfeit all Championship Points accumulated for the event.

Formula Cadet: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
Honda Cadet Clubman: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
Honda Junior: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
Formula MiniMax: 3 sets for the duration of the championship.

Formula Junior Max: 3 sets for the duration of the championship.
Honda Prokart: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
World Formula: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
Formula Rotax Max: 3 sets for the duration of the championship.

Formula Cadet: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
 
Honda Cadet Clubman: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
 
Honda Junior: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
 
Formula MiniMax: 3 sets for the duration of the championship.
Formula Junior Max: 3 sets for the duration of the championship.
Honda Prokart: 1 set for the duration of the championship.

World Formula: 1 set for the duration of the championship.
Formula Rotax Max: 3 sets for the duration of the championship.

At combined N.I. Kart Championship and Ulster Championship events then competitors must use the dry tyres, which have 
been marked for use at the Ulster Championships.

3.4
Competitors who are ONLY competing at the N.I. Kart Championship when this is combined with the Ulster Championship will be permitted an additional set of dry tyres, which can only be used at combined N.I. Kart Championship and Ulster Championship events. These tyres will be marked for use for the Ulster Championship and will further uniquely marked for use at combined events. A competitor must declare their intention to only compete at combined events during scrutineering.

A competitor may use the tyres marked for the N.I. Championships, which must be declared at scrutineering and the tyres will be marked accordingly.
3.5
Competitors in Formula Mini Max, Formula Junior Max and Formula Rotax Max will have their first set of dry tyres marked at the first event they compete and may have their additional sets of dry tyres marked at any period during the championship, including the opening round. 

A competitor can use any of their marked dry tyres allocated for the championship during any race (either heat or final) during an event, throughout the course of the championship.
3.6
Competitors in Formula Mini Max, Formula Junior Max and Formula Rotax Max may use 2010 specification dry or wet tyres at events up to and including the Monday 18th April 2011. After which they must use 2011 specification tyres, regardless of their allocation. 

3.7
Tyres must be mounted on rims and inflated before being presented to the scrutineers for marking and checking. The competitor is responsible at all times for ensuring they are using the correctly marked tyres in the event as per their allocation and that the identification marking is clearly legible.  
3.8
Events outside of either championship will be restricted to the tyre regulations stated in the Supplementary Regulations for the event.


3.9
The championship organisers reserve the right to amend the tyre regulations and their allocation in the event of force majeure in regard to supply, at any stage of the championship.
