U.1.1.3 Request for variation of Class Regulations for the classes below.

· In all other aspects the classes will comply with MSA or ABkC class rules.  

· Request applies to all races run by UKC From March 2010 - Feb. 2011( last race of Winter Series)

Junior Honda  (Similar to K3 in 2009 except minimumOne cyl. head gasket and Kart weight reverts to ABkC rules).

Changes requested –

HJ1.4.10 – Combustion Volume - A minimum of One standard Honda GX 160 cylinder head gasket must be fitted.  Gasket must be unmodified and will at all times have a minimum thickness at all points of 1 mm.

HJ1.7 – Tyres – SLICKS: Dunlop SL3,  Front 10x4.5x5,  Rear 11x7.1x5.

HJ1.8.2 – Weight – Minimum weight of the Kart as raced to be not less than 155 Kgs.(including Driver).    

HJ1.8.4 – Age – From 12th birthday., as per U.15.2

Honda Senior  (Same as K3 in 2009).

We wish to vary the Kart Race Yearbook Class Rules for Honda Senior – the class to be called Pro Kart (Ulster).
Engines

We request MSA permission to continue to permit use of the older K and E variant Honda engines alongside the newer T1 variant for all Ulster Karting Club races in 2010.

All engines will be subject to the ABkC Honda GX160 Technical Regulations Version 5 of Jan. 2010  per C5.4 of the Kart Race Yearbook.  These Tech. Regs. cover all QHQ4 variants (K, E and T) of the engine under Engine Types. 

Tyres    

We wish to continue to use Dunlop SL3 slick tyres instead of Dunlop SL1 tyres (C5.7) in 2010 for the Pro Kart (Ulster) Class   These are very similar tyres in terms of performance, but offer improved durability.

Wet tyres to remain as Dunlop KT3 as per the Kart Race Yearbook.

World Formula  (Same as K3 in 2009).

We have a few World Formula Class karters in N. Ireland (class size about 6 – 8 at most events), who  regularly race with Pro Kart class, due to their low numbers.  They requested, at a Club AGM, that they be permitted to run on the same SL3 dry tyres and KT3 wet tyres as the Pro Kart class above.

We would therefore request permission to specify the use of Dunlop SL3 slicks and Dunlop KT3 wets for the class in 2009.

Rotax Max Classes  (Similar to K3 in 2009 except MiniMax reverts to MSA weight, and Jun.Max added).

Motorsport Ireland and the North of Ireland Kart Association agreed to run common tyres for Rotax classes in 2009, and we would wish to continue with this arrangement for 2010, so competitors will be able to compete within Ireland using the same tyres for all venues. We wish to also continue with the Rot. 125 Max weight at 165 Kg. (incl. Driver)

Rot. MiniMax - Mojo D1 dry tyres and Mojo W2 wet tyres.

Rot. Jun. Max – Mojo D1 dry tyres and Mojo W2 wet tyres.

Rot.125 Max –  min. weight 165 Kgs (incl.driver) with Mojo D2 dry tyres and Mojo W2 wet tyres.

Rot. Max/177 -  Mojo D2 dry tyres and Mojo W2 wet tyres.

All the above class changes are common with the North of Ireland Kart Association, so competitors can race to common class regulations within N. Ireland.
